E HAVE JUST BEEN

through a month of

renewal, indeed most

of us might have taken
a short break from our regular
Urantia activities during the
holiday seasons and have gone
back to normal in January. This
small episode of time, emphasized by other
group activities, has made me reflect on the
danger of isolation and the benefits of study
groups or any other activities that promote
group participation and fraternity within
our community of readers.

Last weekend, while participating in
the annual general meeting of the local
association to which I belong, the outgo-
ing president remarked on how much
those reunions kept the flame of service
and dedication burning in his heart. He
shared that without regular meetings with
like-minded individuals his commitment
and enthusiasm would probably be very
weak. How fortunate I thought I was to be
able to participate in regular weekly study
groups, attend workshop conferences every
third month and participate actively in the
affairs of the local association. Without
those opportunities to meet and share with
other readers, I wonder where I would get
the enthusiasm and energy to meet the
greater challenges of life and keep the flame
of service going.

Before the general meeting, we had a
preparatory reunion of the board members
and after the reunion, our host shared with
us many pictures taken many years ago
of readers that were part of the growing
readership in our part of the world. I was
surprised to note that the majority of them
are not part of the association or readership
any more.  asked my host, Pierre Routhier,
what happened to all those readers. Some
died, he said, but some others just disap-

peared in the crowd and a very
small minority are still active.
How close are we sometime to
let go of everything? Will we be
part of the crowd one day with
no more interest in the mission
that the Revelators left us? Or
will we be hosting or attending
astudy group where we will keep the flame
of service burning in our heart?

I believe it is important to meet as often
as we can to replenish our energies, while
sharing our own life experiences. We need
each other even more so if we spend a lot of
energies in service oriented activities.

The month of January has witnessed the
passing of Rosalyn Armstrong, wife of Lee
and mother of Ozanne Rose. Let us offer
our prayers for the ones thatare afflicted and
who need the comfort of our support.

On the Representatives Council level,
there hasbeen the election of the three mem-
bers who will form the Election Committee.
The three members are Olga Lépez, Michel
Rouanet and William Wentworth. The
election of new International Service Board
members will happen in March. The next
item of business of the Representative
Council will be the adoption of the Charter
and By-Laws under the new registration
of UALI The next item to follow will be a
resolution submitted by the International
Service Board consisting of three parts
necessary for the implementation of the
comingstrategic plan. This will be followed
by another resolution to decide the next
location for UAI international conference
that will happen in 2009.

On the side of the International Service
Board, there has been a recommendation
made to the Representatives Council
concerning the status of non-voting mem-
bers of the Representatives Council. This
recommendation is a follow-up to the
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request made by a non-voting member to
the Representatives Council. The RC will
now have to decide if non-voting members
should have rights other than the one of
being an observer.

There is, at this time, ongoing talks
between Urantia Foundation and UAI for
the acquisition of 2,000 books that would
serve to seed Africa. Ifany of you would like
to contribute to such a project, you can send
your donation to UAI and specify to what
purpose your money should be used. UAI
has had the approval of the Representative
Council to create a restricted fund for
dissemination projects and activities.

We will keep you informed on the
upcoming election.

T THE AGE OF SIX my family

moved to the beaches of San Diego.

I recall vividly kneeling and gazing

into a tide pool near to my home
wondering about the amazing creatures I
discovered there. My life has been blessed by
such a sense of wonder. It has opened many
doors to some great adventures.

The greatest of these adventures was
the profound inner experience of a2 God
of Unconditional Love followed by the
subsequent discovery of The Urantia Book
as a freshman in college. In an enchanted
bookstore close to campus I overheard a
conversation about the carly life of Jesus
which I knew was not canonical. When
those voices slipped away, I investigated
the book they were referring to. I brought
it back to the book shelf at the dorm where
it remained dormant until a knock on my
door. A fellow student had had a religious
experience and heard that I had interest in
such things. Ilent him my new book; aweek
later he knocked again. “Do you know what
you have here?” To which I replied, “no.”
“You have a revelation!”

That statement took me on a wondrous
journey. Every week I would drive an hour
north to Berkeley to attend a study group
of readers, led by Vern Grimsley, a radio
broadcaster who was bootlegging the truths
of the revelation over the air ways to many,
many people. After graduating in 1975
with a degree in Religious Studies, I chose
what I felt was the highest path possible
and that was to affiliate with The Family of
God Foundation and its radio ministry. For
my tent-making, I chose the profession of
accounting, obtaining a Masters degree.

During my tenure with The Family of
God Foundation I was privileged to be able
to travel to Saudi Arabia and India with my
accounting firm. In those countries I dis-
covered other cultures and religions which
drew my fascination, becoming involved
with interfaith work. In 1988 I attended
the first gathering of the North American
Interfaith Network (NAIN) in Wichita,
Kansas, with Bettina Gray, Peter Laurence
and other Urantia students. I continue to
serve on the board of the NAIN, having
hosted a national interfaith gathering last
year at the University of Nevada in Las
Vegas (UNLV).

After my time with The Family of God
Foundation, I became more involved with
Urantia Brotherhood serving a number of
years on the Executive Committee. Also,
afterleaving The Family of God Foundation,
Ibecame more interested in Contemplative
Prayer, what a Urantia Book student might
call “worship.” I became a student of Basil
Pennington and Thomas Keating, who
helped to start a network of individuals
interested in inner work through what they
called “Centering Prayer.” I serve now as
the Area Coordinator for Contemplative
Outreach in Southern Nevada. Last year
we hosted an event with Thomas Keating
at the local Diocese, which has resulted in
a number of Contemplative Prayer groups
formingin Southern Nevada. We continue
this work.

In 1998, I was given an opportunity
to change my tent making activity, which
I did. I moved from being a partner at a

large regional CPA firm to teaching
Chinese and Indian philosophy at
UNLV. I had taught at nights for
many years but was now given a more
substantial opportunity to teach. I
went back to school, myself, carning
a PhD at Pacifica Graduate Institute
in Santa Barbara.

1998 proved to be a turning point
in another direction as well. Upon
the request of Richard Keeler and
Georges Dupont, I agreed to serve as
a Trustee and Treasurer. It has been
a most rewarding time of service. I
am deeply privileged to know and
to work with many fine people, the
current trustees, past and current staff, past
and current associate trustees.

Along with my duties at Urantia
Foundation, I also serve as Chair of the
Children’s Advocacy Alliance in Nevada,
the Southern NevadaInterfaith Counciland
the Boulder City Community Foundation.
I'spent seventeen years as trustee helping to
start and grow The Nevada Community
Foundation and recently became an
Emeritus Trustee, being properly put out
to pasture!

The greatest joy of my life, more than
any of the above, has been my wife, Florence
and my two children, Michael and Julia. My
wife’s career as a physician has also been
an exciting and challenging pathway for
both of us. And, of my children, I can only
say that I am as proud of them as a father
could be! They have both learned a sense
of honor and value and respect, as well as
a sense of humor, that I know emanates
from the Spirit of the universe. For that
am cternally grateful.

Carl Jung once said that “enchantment
is the source of real healing.” From that
six year old peering into the tide pool to
the current moment, I have been blessed
by the experience of enchantment.

URING AN ENCOUNTER with

a student in the first night of an

adult class on poetry in 1979, 1 was

introduced to the most extraor-
dinary book that I found to be the most
inspiring and exalting book on the planet,
The Urantia Book.

Attheend of the class, this student asked
me if I had read The Urantia Book, because
the subject content of this first class was,
for him, touching the same fundamental
notions as those revealed in the book.

I think it would be beneficial for other
readers to know the content from that
first class that made me gain access to the
treasure, The Urantia Book. 1 will be brief
since space is limited. Before I address the
poetry itself, I will try to determine the
place occupied by poetry in the vast field
of human knowledge.

To achieve my goal, I draw upon the
Lanza del Vasto canvas, which illustrates
the spiritual trinity that ensures the dignity
of man. The three florets of human noblesse
are: Intelligence, Sensitivity,and Willpower.
Through Intelligence, we accede to science,
therefore to TRUTH. By Sensitivity, we
accede to the arts (including poetry), and
BEAUTY. Finally, the Willpower, resulting
in Free Will, leads to virtue, and therefore
GOODNESS.

TRUTH, BEAUTY, GOODNESS.
All values are enshrined in them. Nothing
else matters in the universe. How can
you not be filled with wonderment and
dumbfounded by this spiritual trinity
forming the human being.

After this splendid revelation concern-
ing the grandness of man, the young man
who had carefully listened to me logically
concluded that I had read The Urantia
Book in which TRUTH, BEAUTY and
GOODNESS are named more than a
hundred times. God himselfis nothingelse
thaninfinite TRUTH, infinite BEAUTY,
and infinite GOODNESS.

Thatis why this 24 year young man came
to see me after the class and asked me if I

had read The Urantia Book. After hearing
my negative answer, he asked if I wanted
to read it. Of course I said. I want to read
everything that can enrich me. I have only
one fear, I added: that is to die ignorant.
Then, said he, Iwill bringit to you next week.
Which he did, but without addinganything
whatsoever. He was totally silent concerning
its content, its author, and its source.

I therefore had to figure this all out
by myself. I also admit that, even if I was
immediately subjugated by the original
content, the first thirty pages had me
reading with skepticism, suspicion and
fierceness. It is always painful for the ego to
be duped or made a fool of. Isn’t it also a bit
of wisdom to be suspicious of the first cries
from yourjudgment? I thus had to establish
self control and squarely ask myself this
question: “Alcide, I said to myself, you will
set aside your fifty years of brainwashing,
you will read these two thousand pages,
without skipping even one, using the
greatest possible objectivity. Once you will
have completed it, you can then formulate
a judgment. After all, it is not a very great
sign of intelligence to judge a work that you
don’t know or that you partly know.” That
is how I challenged myself!

And it was, from that moment on, a
serene rising frenzy until the paroxysm
of intellectual and spiritual ecstasy. I saw,
to my delight, the venerated taboos fall,
the crumbling of sacrosanct dogmas, the
fracas of the falling monuments of errors
erected in good faith based on consecrated
ignorance. I was the second Archimedes
who would have wanted to shout “Eureka”
to the world. I had finally found what T had
searched for all my life, and a lot more. My

enthusiasm as I read each of these pages was
only equaled by my impatience to consume
the next pages. Instead of waning, this
inner feeling was accentuated throughout
this ascension and crowned by the purest
apotheosis in the last pages.

You too, dear reader, can experience
that truthisliberating. You will understand
clearly and profoundly why life is not easy,
but that itis worth the effort of being lived.
You finally understand what boat you got
into, what you are doing here and why.
Simply stated, where is this boat going? At
that time, you will be invaded by serenity.
You will confront life with passionate
dynamism. Death itself will no longer be
perceived as a catastrophe, because we get
to know what is really happening after our
death. Itistodie for! Afterall, “deathisonly
aprocessinvented by God, our Father, to get
us to pass from the material to the spiritual.”
Terror, fear and panic are eliminated.

This book offers us a new and better
path. This book answers our most serious,
most anguishingand mostintelligent ques-
tions. And it answers our most profound
questions, always with a muscular logic,
which lends it suprahuman credibility.

When it is not indifference, it is fear
that remains the greatest of handicaps
to overcome the challenge of these two
thousand revelation pages. What are we
afraid of? Fear of being bothered! Fear of
the effort! Fear of being a victim of a nasty
trick! Fear of daring to think by ourselves!
FEAR OF FEARITSELF!

WHOISTHISBOOKADDRESSED
TO?

To you, who dares to think by your-
self.

To you, who are a sincere soul and a
seeker of truth.

To you, who may have had bad experi-
ences with the facts of religion.

To you, whom the institutionalized
church has not always been able to show
the real face of God.

To you, who has been redirected away
from God because they had carved into your
brain that God, morale, religion, practices,
rites, formulas, rituals, sacraments, peni-

HEN I WAS ABOUT 20, I

discovered the fantastic music

of Karlheinz Stockhausen. This

German composer, bornin 1928,
is regarded as one of the most important
modern artists worldwide (see www.
stockhausen.org). The Beatles honoured
him with showing his face among other
celebrities on the front of their famous Sgt.
Pepper-Album.

When Stockhausen turned 60, a new
biography about him was published. And
there was a funny story to read: After
Stockhausen had given a very success-
ful concert in New York on the 25th
February, 1971, a weird guy called him,
shouting “Stockhausen, I've to talk toyou!”
Everybody stepped aside. Stockhausen
agreed, and the man — it is said that he had
alongbeard, wasbare-footedand had along
shepherd-like stick in his hand — played
something on a flute he had torn out of his
rotten coat. Stockhausen was amused, even
as the man sold him a thick blue book: 7he
Urantia Book. Stockhausen paid, got the
book and took it back home.

Some years, later The Urantia Book
became very important for Stockhausen’s
opera LICHT (Light), a 25 hours long
mega work, being composed between 1977
and 2003.

When I read this in the Stockhausen
biography I asked myself: What is this
Urantia Book about? I had never heard
anything about it. As I always have been
curious, I ordered the thick, blue book at
Amazon. But I had to realize that it was
very difficult to read, though I seem to

I was lucky about this
news, though I'still had to wait several years
until “Das Urantia Buch” could be finally
published. But there it is now, and I am
glad to read it now in German and to tell
other people about this wonderful book....
